Mayor Sheppard called the meeting to order.

Everyone stood and recited the Pledge of Allegiance.

Roll call was taken and visitor acknowledged.
Minutes from the July 5, 2016 Council meeting and the July 26, 2016 Committees meeting were distributed.  Council Member Caleb Garza made the motion to suspend the reading and accept the minutes as submitted. Seconded by Council President Jeff Ours and all present voted in favor and the motion carried.

Water Report: - Brandon Fox distributed and discussed a water report from 5/28/16 – 7/30/16. He replaced three meters, installed a new meter at 13913 Twp. Rd. 64 and made two repairs for high pressure. There are two meters that the reading has to be manually entered and the meter needs checked. He bought six meter locks to shut off meter for non-payments.
Sewer Report: Tom Coleman stated that he is having problems with the filter but he repaired it. He pulled a sample and everything was working well. He attended training for testing and they provided equipment for testing. He explained the testing equipment and how ours tested today and it looking better. Jason with Elite stated that the lids are sturdy and they have been very reliable. Mayor Sheppard stated that he repaired a few lids and rings that were just missing screws.    
Mayor Sheppard stated that Brandon called and gave him the water report. Brandon Fox repaired the broken fire hydrant. A dump truck going into the Hinkle residence may have backed into it. 116 Mill Street had the water shut off the old Queen residence and 106 E High Street new meter was installed. Brandon was inspecting the water tower and found that it some rusting around the bolts. He has contacted Pittsburgh Tank who is coming out to inspect and give us a estimate. He will also contact other tank companies to get quotes for maintenance and repairs.  The EPA will be here to inspect our water system on September 14th, 2016. 
Council Action Items: 

RESOLUTION 014-2016 – Resolution accepting the amounts and rates as determined by the Budget Commission and authorizing the necessary tax levies and certifying them to the County Auditor – FIRST READING
Mayor Sheppard asked if everyone had a chance to review the worksheets and the legislations. He asked if there was any discussion.

Council Member Brain Butler made a motion to suspend the readings of Resolution 014-2016. Council President Jeff Ours seconded. All present voted in favor and the motion passed.

Council Member Brian Butler made a motion to accept Resolution 014- 2016 as submitted. Council Member Caleb Garza seconded. All present voted in favor and the motion passed.

Mayor Sheppard asked if everyone had a chance to review the financial report that Fiscal Officer Linda Nicodemus distributed. Council Member Caleb Garza made a motion to approve the Monthly Financial report and Council Member Paul Currence seconded. All present voted in favor. 
Mayor Sheppard asked if there was a motion to pay bills and that the all the monthly bills have not come in yet but will need to be paid prior to the next Council meeting. Council Member Brian Butler made a motion to pay bills including the ones that will be due before the next meeting. Council Member Sharon Phillips seconded the motion and present voted in favor. 
Old Business:

Mayor Sheppard stated that the appointment is set to attend the Commissioners meeting Thursday September 8, 2016 at 11:45 am. 
Mayor Sheppard stated that there are 10 properties that have not been hooked up to the sewer. He stated that they have not contacted the village so he feels a stronger letter needs sent. A sterner letter needs to be drafted and sent.  The Council asked if the Solicitor could draft the letter. Fiscal Officer stated that she would send him an email. 
Mayor Sheppard – 2017 Perry County Bi-Centennial Commission – Council Member Heidi Carpenter who is our representative on this committee is absent.  
Mayor Sheppard - Shelly Park tree. Administrator Tom Phillips has schedule Lloyd Thompson to remove the tee and stumps for $950 
Mayor Sheppard stated that the OPWC grant application was submitted. The Mayor explained the process and that it was submitted to the County Committee who will review all the applications and score them and choose the ones that score the highest. If ours is declined at that point then we will submit it to Small Government Funds.  
New Business:

Mayor Sheppard stated that he has been trying to get a street light repaired and the Fiscal Officer has tried twice. All attempts have not worked. We are going to put a note with the bill stating all the times it has been reported to no avail. 
Mayor Sheppard stated that we have three levies on the ballot and we need to let everyone know what they are and that they are just replacements. 

Mayor Sheppard discussed the Trustee’s meeting for this Thursday night at 7 pm. The Mayor is going to take the grant application to the meeting and explained the process. 
Administrator Tom Phillips stated that he received a worker from Perry County Jobs & Family Services and that she is doing a good job. 
Northern Perry County Water’s proposed increase – The Mayor distributed the draft letter that Solicitor Brian Zets put together for Council. Council Members liked the letter.

Council Member Brian Butler made a motion to approve the letter as submitted and send it to Northern Perry County water. Council President Jeff Ours seconded. All present voted in favor and the motion passed. 

Fiscal Officer Linda Nicodemus stated that she received the tax exempt approval letter from the state for Henderson Park. 

Fiscal Officer Linda Stated that the AT&T phone for the sewer system contracts have been renewed for the year and at a better rate. The package included a tablet that Tom can use for monitoring the lift stations.

Fiscal Officer Linda Nicodemus state that the Village received an invitation from ODOT District 5 to attend a rural consultation meeting to discuss transportation improvement projects for Perry County 2017 – 2021 on September 22 from 1-4pm. 
Council Member Brian Butler made a motion to adjourn at 8:21 pm and was seconded by Council President Jeff Ours.  All present voted in favor and the motion carried.
